About the Bible
We believe that the Bible is the Word of God. God spoke through chosen people who were the authors
of the sixty-six different books in the Bible. The Bible is not considered a story, but rather, an anthology
of true accounts of history by the different authors. The Bible is divided into the Old Testament and the
New Testament. The Old Testament starts at the beginning of the world and ends before Jesus Christ is
born. The New Testament starts with the birth of Christ and ends with the book of Revelations. The first
four books of the New Testament are different accounts of the life of Christ written by four of his
disciples. We believe that the Bible (also called the Scriptures) is true and that over time, the Scriptures
were copied very accurately from their original manuscripts. We consider the Scriptures to be the final
authority on different issues in the faith and practice of Christianity. They are the only writings that exist
that are inspired by God.

About God
One of the mysteries of the Christian faith is that we believe in only one God, but that God is represented
by three persons - the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit. This is called the Holy Trinity. The different
persons of God have different qualities and functions. God the Father, created the universe and the
world we live in. He created animals, plants and everything else in nature. He also created humans who
exist as the image and likeness of God. They were created to rule the earth and to have a relationship
with God.

About People
Because God intended to have relationship with human beings, he gave them their own free will and the
ability to choose whether or not to follow God. Right from the beginning, humans decided to be
independent from God and go their own way. This created a rift between God and people. Since people
wanted to be independent, God became like a stranger to them. No matter how hard they tried, they
were unable to get back the relationship they had with God. Since the time when human beings turned
away from God, all individuals have suffered from the consequences of being separated from God. We
see evidence of this in the different injustices large and small that happen in everyday life. We also see
this in ourselves. Because we are not perfect, we can try to reach out to God on our own, but we will
always fall short. And when God reaches out to us, our independent and sinful nature gets in the way
and prevents His presence in our lives.

About Jesus Christ
The second person of the trinity is God the Son who is Jesus Christ. Jesus is the Son of God and was
born of a virgin named Mary. Jesus is God in the form of man. Like other people, He was tempted by
sin but instead chose to live a perfect life, obedient to God. He serves as a sinless example for all
people in his actions and words. Because God loved us, He came to earth as Jesus to give people a
way to restore their relationship with Him. Jesus voluntarily paid for the sins of all humans by dying on
the cross and receiving the judgment we deserve for our own sins. When He rose from the dead, Jesus
ascended into heaven and now rules with God. At the end of the world, Jesus will return to earth to
judge the living and the dead.

About Salvation
Salvation means receiving the grace or forgiveness of God and having our relationship with Him
restored. To receive God’s forgiveness for our sins, we need to ask Jesus Christ to come into our life
and become our Savior. By realizing that we can’t reach God by our own actions or good deeds, we
know that Jesus Christ is the only way to salvation. Jesus is the One who bridges the gap between God
and people.

All people will eventually die. The question is, what will happen after you die? For the people who have
accepted Jesus, they will spend eternity in the presence of God (heaven). God will reward them for their
life of obedience and service to Him. For the people who haven’t accepted Jesus, they will spend
eternity apart from God (hell). Their existence will be one of pain, frustration, and despair.

About the Holy Spirit
The Holy Spirit is the third person in the Trinity. Before Jesus went to his death, he told his followers that
he would be leaving, but that he would send a helper or counselor called the Holy Spirit. After we ask
Jesus into our lives, the Holy Spirit also comes into us to renew us, guide us, and motivate us to live
according to God’s Scriptures. The Holy Spirit also gives each individual special gifts or abilities to help
them in their service to God. If, by faith, we tap into the Holy Spirit, we are then able to become more
like Jesus and to reveal to others that we belong to God.

About the Church
The Church is the entire body of people who believe that Jesus Christ is Savior and Lord. The Scripture
commands believers to gather together to devote themselves to worship, prayer, teaching of the Bible,
observance of baptism (by immersion) and communion, fellowship, service to the body through the
development and use of the gifts of the Holy Spirit, and to teach others about salvation.
